From Rev. Thompson 

Beloved Church, 
 

When I first joined the staff of FBC Ahoskie, 

minister friends would often ask the same question. 

“You’re serving the church you grew up in? How’s 

that working for you?” Over the past twenty-two 

years my response has been the same. “They’ve let 

me be one of their ministers, and not just the child 

who grew up among them.” 
 

I began coming to FBC Ahoskie when I was still in 

diapers. Baptized at age ten, through the church’s 

music ministry I discovered I had a particular love 

of and gifts for making music. Bob Dills nurtured 

those gifts as did Don and Regina Gober when they 

followed Bob Dills as Minister of Music. 
 

By the time I reached high school, I began to sense 

a call to ministry. When I shared this call with 

members of FBC Ahoskie, not one time did 

someone say, “Are you sure? Most Ministers of 

Music are men.” I felt loved, supported, and 

encouraged. While a seminary student, I received 

the Oscar Creech Scholarship. In 1997, I was 

ordained by FBC Ahoskie as the first woman in the 

congregation’s history. Who would have guessed 

that at age thirty-nine, I would be invited to serve 

as one of the ministers of the church I love so 

much? 
 

I remain grateful for every opportunity to minister 

to and with the good people of FBC Ahoskie. I’ve 

had the joy of serving in youth ministry, children’s 

ministry, community ministry, Christian education 

ministry, and music and worship ministry. Twenty-

two years later, I’ve responded to a long-held sense 

of God calling me to the role of lead pastor. I’ve 

learned so much and will take every lesson with me 

as I begin my pastorate at FBC Wadesboro, NC. I 

ask for your prayers as I step into this role. 
 

FBC Ahoskie will always be in my heart, therefore 

I covenant to pray for all of you as you search for a 

new pastor, and then put the other pieces together 

to form a strong staff-led and lay-led ministry. A 

friend once described FBC Ahoskie as an oasis in 

our community. Isn’t that a lovely description? I 

pray that you will continue to be that oasis for 

years to come.
